HOW, there will be doctors prepared
tobend the rules under the new
system.

politics would doubt that pressure
- would mount for further liberalisa-
_ tion based on the demand that péo-

ple are being discriminated against
ifdenied. The experience of over-
seas jurisdictions suggests the

arelrresistible.

Palliative Care has issued the
most serious warnings, It says at
least one in four who die each year
{about 10,000 people) do not have
access toneeded palliative care,
that accessin aged residential
careis “verylow”, that between

*2 and 10 per cent of older Australi-

ans experience abuse in any given
year and that its funding is inad-

. equate tomeet growing demand.

The submission highlights the
problems with thisbill - it is a dis-
proportionate responge to the real
problems of patient pain and suf-
fering, a situation that demands
greater priority in public careand
funding.

Itistrue thatifthis bill fails then
some people will endure more pain
and this is difficult for legislators to
contemplate. It is also true,
however, that more people in our
community wiltbe put at risk hy
thisbill than will be granted relief
asits beneficiaries. Thisis the sali-
ent point.

Palliative Care said the bill
“sends the wrong message to

people contemplating suicide and
undermines suicide prevention
efforts.” How could this not be the
case? Suicide isthe leading cause
of death among people aged 15-44
and the second leading cause of
death among people aged 45-54.
International studies offer no sup—

_port for the view that legalising

euthanasiais associated witha .
decrease in non-agsisted suicides.

The bill’s failure is pre-set by its-
design. The issue is not how many
people will choose to die under this
proposed law. It is how many
people may die when otherwise
they wouldn't.

Once this bill ispassed the

expectations of patients and famil- -

ies will change. The culture of
dying, despite certain and intense

‘resistance, will gradually per-

meate into our medical, health,
social and institutional arrange-
ments. [t stands for everything 3
truly civil society should stand
against. A change of this kind will:
affect our entire community not.
justasmall number of dying .
patients. It is fatuous to assert that
patients will not feel under
pressure once this billbecomes law
to nominate themselves for
termination.

~ Opposition to this billis not
about religion. It is about the civil-
isational athic that should be at the
heart of cur secular society. The. -
concerns [ express are shared by
people of any religion or noreli-
gion. In public life it is the prin- .
ciples that matter. They define the
norms and values of 2 societyand
inthis case the principles concern
our view of human lifeitself. Itisa
mistake for legislators to acton the
deeply held emotional concerns of
many when that involves crossing a
threshold that will affect the entire
society in perpetuity.
